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Craftsmen of St Margaret’s
Between 1840 and 1900 twelve gifted Victorians – architects, stained glass artists and wall painters, tile manufacturers, wood and stone carvers and metalworkers - helped refashion the look of ecclesiastic England. They all contributed to St Margaret, the Parish Church of Lee, but they also worked on over 1,000 churches and other buildings throughout the British Isles and overseas.

The lives of these twelve Victorians was the focus of an outstanding book, Craftsmen of St Margaret’s, published in 2006. The author of the book, Sir Ian Mills, is to talk about the subjects of his book at the Lewisham Local History Society’s monthly meeting on Friday 30th May. The meeting in the Lewisham Methodist Church in Albion Way begins at 7.45pm and it is open to non-members. The church is near bus stops and has its own car park.
